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Introduction

The chief aims of this book are to help learners of Arabic at higher-intermediate and
advanced levels to:

1 develop and refine their writing skills in Arabic;

2 achieve a degree of competency in writing with efficient Arabic style, through
a wide range of Arabic writing exercises;

3 learn Arabic linguistic features which are necessary for fluent writing styles;
4 adopt Arabic stylistics with a view to enhancing their Arabic writing;

5 become familiar with different aspects of writing, such as letters, summaries,
articles, etc.;

6 acquire vocabulary for their writing usage.

In order for the above-mentioned aims to be achieved, this textbook provides practi-
cal sessions and exercises which are designed solely to meet the objectives set for this
textbook. Each unit contains a wide range of exercises which will enable learners to
practise the concepts introduced in each unit.

Why this textbook?

Over the last few years, many books have been published on Arabic grammar and
Arabic literature, but there is not, to my knowledge, a comprehensive academic book
on writing in Arabic. Writing is a key skill in any language, and Arabic is no exception.
However, there are not sufficient resources on writing in Arabic for learners of Arabic
as a foreign language. This textbook will enable learners to acquire the ability to write
effectively and fluently in Arabic in both their personal and professional lives. It will
not only be useful to those learners who wish to familiarise themselves with the style
and structure of writing in Arabic, but will also help them build their Arabic vocabu-
lary, with phrases and idiomatic expressions, which will help them improve their style.
There is a section of answers to some of the exercises at the back of the book and this
key will help learners check their answers and facilitate their learning.

The textbook is composed of five units, which have more or less the same structure
and layout, organised into the following topics:

Unit 1: Connectors This unit focuses on the structure of Arabic sentences and para-
graphs, and the cohesive links between them. It introduces learners to different Arabic
cohesive devices, giving examples of their usage in sentences.
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Unit 2: Letters This unit focuses on drafting, writing and responding to differ-
ent types of letters. Students are introduced to different letter formats and styles, for
instance, writing personal letters, love letters, professional letters, job application
letters and CVs, condolence letters, congratulation letters, e-mails and memos.

Unit 3: Stylistic Expressions and Vocabulary This unit provides a variety of
phrases and idiomatic expressions that can be used in writing. Key verbs and phrases
are categorised in themes and used in sentences to acquaint students with their contex-
tual usage. This is followed by a wide range of practical exercises.

Unit 4: Writing Articles This unit deals with writing different genres of texts, liter-
ary texts and media texts. Through a variety of materials, students are introduced to
writing coherent and cohesive texts/articles in Arabic, as well as formulating concise
introductions and conclusions. Students are introduced to different Arabic phraseolo-
gies which are used in writing introductions and conclusions. They are also introduced
to writing a précis in Arabic. A section on punctuation is included in this unit.

Unit 5: Creative Writing The aim of this unit is to introduce learners to writing nar-
rative texts such as short stories. The unit equips learners with tools and mechanisms
for writing literary works. Samples of short stories are introduced in this unit in order
to acquaint students with the Arabic literary style. The unit also introduces students to
some of the rhetorical features often used in creative writing.

Answers Towards the end of the book there is a key section which provides stu-
dents with answers to the main questions in each unit. The key is designed to encour-
age autonomous learning. Exercises with answers in the key are marked with this
symbol: V.

Appendix 1: Analysing Students’ Errors This appendix provides students with a
wide range of exercises based on common writing errors made by students. By iden-
tifying different types of errors and correcting them, learners of Arabic should be able
to understand, or at least identify, the reasons for making those errors — some of which
are spelling, grammatical and lexical errors, as well as errors related to expression and
style. The errors are authentic and selected from learners’ writings.

Appendix 2: Expressions in Context This appendix provides a wide range of addi-
tional expressions and vocabulary in context.

What is a paragraph?

A paragraph in Arabic consists of a set of ideas linked in a coherent and cohesive way
in the form of sentences. In literary Arabic texts, a paragraph can serve to support the
main idea of the report or essay in a well-crafted manner. Its sentences and ideas should
be well presented and linked.

What to include in a paragraph

The content of your paragraph should not be separated from the main idea of your
essay or piece of writing. Once you have selected your main idea, you then need to start
thinking of supporting ideas which you can elaborate in paragraphs in order to support
your main idea and argument.

The development of technology and modern means of communication in the Arab
world are not available to everyone.

Why a letter of apology is so important in Arabic

As in any language, writing an apology in Arabic shortly after the offence can rebuild
the existing relationships between people. Arab people tend to accept an apology and
forgive the offender. This is based on their belief that forgiveness should be granted to
people who commit an offence or did wrong.

In your letter of apology try to express sincere regret for what has happened. Make
sure that your usage of the Arabic language reflects your genuine apology. Your choice
of Arabic vocabulary is vital here. Avoid using generic terms that can be taken as
unapologetic.

Show that you are entirely to blame and that you made a mistake which should not
have happened.

4.1 How to write a précis el 4l 4,4 4.1

What is a précis?

A précis is a concise summary of a text and should contain the main ideas of the
text, but phrased in your own words. The précis should not include ideas of secondary
importance. Your summary should not contain your personal opinions or views. Your
task is to provide in your own words a brief summary of the main substance of the text
to the reader without any criticism or interference in its meaning.

Comprehension of the text is of paramount importance to any précis. Misunder-
standing the content of the text might lead to inaccurate summarising.

Your selection of vocabulary is as significant as the comprehension of the original
text. Because of the richness of the Arabic language, words can have different mean-
ings in different contexts. Pay close attention to the use of words and their meaning in
the contexts in which you employ them.

As already stated, even if you do not agree with the author, you should not include
your opinion in the précis. Your précis should reflect your communication skills, and
your ability to transfer knowledge without alteration to the core meaning or content of
the text. The purpose of the task is to demonstrate your ability in paraphrasing Arabic.
Avoid long quotations from the text. Small quotations can be used to support the précis.

Make sure your sentences are well structured and grammatically correct and your
punctuation is accurate. Avoid long sentences; short sentences can help you reflect the
meaning of the source text more accurately.

Remember: Arab writers tend to use semantic pairs and, in some cases, repeti-
tion to emphasise a point. It is part of the Arabic writing culture that writers use many
different stylistic aspects to express a meaning. These variations in style should be
avoided when writing a précis. Apply a simplistic approach in your summary.

Step 1

Before starting to write anything in Arabic, first be clear about the topic on which you
wish to write. Assemble facts and ideas surrounding the topic.
Make sure that the following are covered: who, what, when, where and why.

Step 2

Choose an eye-catching title. Make your opening paragraph strong and very interest-
ing. This will engage your reader and make them eager to finish reading your article.
Arabic readers are more attracted to stories relevant to their lives and experiences.
Make sure that your stories relate to your reader. Compare the news report to a previ-
ous report that you think had an impact on your reader. Make your news report shorter
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and to the point. Some Arab readers tend to lose interest quickly. Short news reports
would encourage them to finish reading the whole article.

Step 3

Adopt a simple style. Make sure that your selection of lexis is accurate and within your
readers’ reach. Avoid using jargon and employ terms that can have an impact on your
reader. Remember that Arab readers are emotional readers and the selection of emo-
tional lexis might make the reader sympathise with the story.

Step 4

Give relevant detail to the story. Make sure that your details complement your main
heading or sub-heading.

Step 5

Make sure that your sentences are well structured. Arabic grammar is pivotal to producing
a coherent and cohesive report. Avoid long sentences; employ short concise sentences.

Step 6

Consider yourself the reader and check the following:

e What is the news report about?

e Have you provided enough information to answer your readers’ questions?
e s your Arabic language clear and your style effective?

Writing an essay or article Jlia 4 s

Writing an essay in Arabic can be at times a difficult task for both native speakers and
learners of Arabic as a foreign language. Below are a few guidelines on how to write
an essay in Arabic.

Getting started on your essay

The first thing you need to think about before embarking on your writing is to decide
on a topic. What do you want to write about, how are you going to write it and who is
your reader? Answering these questions will help you put the basic foundation of your
essay in place. Following this, you need to put together a plan/outline for your essay.

Planning your essay

Start brainstorming and think about:

e The main topic for your essay

e Secondary ideas that would support your main idea

e Your line of argument

Building a framework for your essay

Building a framework for your essay means establishing an outline for your essay
by writing down the main topic and the way it would be elaborated. Here you should
introduce the sub-topics/sub-ideas that would support your main topic.

Writing a draft of your essay

Try to follow the outline of your essay in your draft. This will help you organise your
thoughts and arguments. Bear in mind:

Introductory paragraph of your essay: this should be designed to attract your read-
er’s attention.

Essay body: your sub-topics contribute to the expansion of the argument of your
essay. Make sure that each paragraph in the essay body is linked to the main idea
in your introductory paragraph. While putting forward your ideas, do not forget to
cement your argument with examples, facts and statistics.

Remember that your arguments should convince your reader.

Make sure that your essay is cohesive, with paragraphs and sentences that are con-
nected to each other. Non-cohesive sentences and paragraphs might affect the effec-
tiveness of your style.

Conclusion: this should serve as a reminder of the main ideas you have discussed in
the bulk of your essay. Do not forget to leave your reader with something to think
about.

Reviewing and revising your writing

Leave your draft for a while and then go back to it. Check the structure of your essay;
the way ideas are structured and linked to each other. Are there any things you wish to
add or omit from the body of your essay?

Do not hesitate to make new changes to your draft.

Proofreading your essay

It is recommended that an expert in the subject or a native speaker of the language read
your essay. Different pairs of eyes can spot things that are invisible to you. Proofreading
would include looking at details of punctuation and grammar in your writing.

Small errors of punctuation and grammar can at times spoil the reader’s enjoyment.

A short story is a form of prose writing which tells a fictional, or sometimes real,
story. Writing a short story is an arduous task which requires meticulous planning and
familiarity with Arabic short story writing techniques. Whether you are a beginner or
professional writer, having a good knowledge of the techniques of writing a short story
will make your task easier and encourage you to be more creative.

Before starting your writing, it is advisable to follow these steps:

1 Familiarise yourself with Arabic short stories. Read as many Arabic short stories as
you can. Choose renowned authors and read them widely.

2 Think of a story that will constitute the bulk of your writing. Collect any ideas
related to the story.

3 Establish your framework. Your story should be structured in a way that grabs the reader’s
attention. Your story should have a climax (a turning point in a story brought about by con-
flict between characters or within a character) and a resolution.

4 Decide who will narrate the story, i.e. whether you are going to use the first or third
person.

5 Choose your characters carefully. Make sure you know enough details about your
characters.

6 Before you start writing, acquaint yourself with Arabic rhetorical features.

7 Start writing your short story. Be prepared to change your plans if you feel that
would help in creating a good story.

8 When revising and editing your first draft, you should consider the following:
e (arefully examine your language and style
e Be aware of the Arabic narrative register

e Be creative in your use of language, as Arabic short stories are rich in rhetorical
features

9 Seek a second opinion about your short story. Having your short story reviewed
gives you the opportunity to hear others’ opinions. Accommodate any suggestions
from your reviewers.

Errors of expression arise from students’ inability to express themselves using the
appropriate language structure and vocabulary. It is often remarked that one of the
causes of errors of expression is native language interference.
