Last several week, I visited to the High Museum of Arts that located in the downtown Atlanta, the building that I met is located in the central of the downtown (known as the strong and center business place in the state). The purpose of this trip is to see some of the famous paints by the well-known visual artists to write an essay about the four prominent paints that I like the most. My head is brainless because I don’t know what form of paints is the one that I like the most or the one I have an eye-catching on to write about. Until I saw the two portraits in the second floor of The High Arts Museum, the first one is The Abraham's Sacrifice of Isaac portrait and the second one is The Madonna and Child with Six Saints portrait.
The Italian artist Giovanni Battista Gaulli painted the Abraham’s Sacrifice of Isaac portrait in 1685-1690. Who was born in 1639 and died in 1709. The paint was painted by using oil on the canvas and now it has known one of the biggest famed paint in the world for the collection. The size of the paint was very large known as 160.7 by 131.1 cm according to the wall’s notes of The High Arts Museum. This paint has a touch emotion when I was looking at it; I have a very strong feeling on this Abraham’s Sacrifice of Isaac portrait as I have heard the story about the obedience of Abraham who is willing to kill his only one son to keep the promise with God and through his loyalty, God granted himself as the father of new descendants. The picture shows the distress emotion at the moment when Abraham was holding a knife to end his son’s live. Beyond that is the angel, who is sent by God tried to stop the sacrifice of Abraham’s son. The angel is dressed in white clothes with the wings. His hand points above the sky to show the words of God and the Abraham face turned backward target to the angle to show his listening to the lexis of God. On the other hand, he was holding Isaac, who is in nude in the figure because Isaac’s life was about to sacrifice for God. Beneath of Isaac is wooden which is used to burn him for sacrifice. The picture also shows many different lines and proficient styles of an artist according to the arts, like the gesture lines of the sky. The sky just gesticulates. However, the picture turns out as a very beautiful sky with the mountain and the forest around. Throughout the picture, the wind at the place where the angel, Abraham and his son at is splits up the two trees apart. In my sentiment, I think the artist tries to illustrate the important of the characters in the scene. Moreover, there is spirit way to look at this image also, such as the angel is up from the ground. The way Abraham looks at the angel is very respect and paying attention. At the moment I look at this picture, the story that I have heard is kept appears like the story is one more time repeats in the real life.

The second paint that I am about to write is The Madonna and Child with Six Saints portrait. The Master of the Saint Verdiana Panel painted The Madonna and Child with Six Saints in 1390. Who was born in 1390 and died 1415. The artist painted this portrait was using the principle of the Christian belief to imperative the personal image, like the Madonna was paint in a big image size with a large spirit halo and sits in a highest place and beneath herself was a cloud that keep them on the air. She carried her son, Jesus, who is known as the Savior of the earth. The big image and vital sit illustrate the important and power that she has. The picture shows that the Child is looking to her and she also used a gentle, respect and love of her eyes to look back at the Child. By way of the Madonna and child, there is six saints stand aside to serve. However, I don’t know all the saints’ name, I only know few of them as the High Museum of Art specialist told me. The saint that in dark blue long clothe that carry the gold stick and the bible is Saint Augustine. The saint that gives up his sovereign cap and becomes a bishop is known as Saint St. Verdiana and other saints which I don’t know their name. In the comparison among saints, they all have the halo also, however, it is smaller than the Child and Madonna. The saints, they all have their special clothes and they all look upward to communicate and serve their God. In Madonna and the Child, they also have a greater external halo that surround by the angels. The background of this paint used in gold to demonstrate the imperial kingdom of God. The portrait was used in many different enhances to paint, the artist used the material known as the tempera and it painted on panel (special board). When I touch to the paint I could feel the actual textual and the shape of the paint in my view it was like the shape of the pentagon. This image gives me a lot of religion feelings, as I am a Christian, I explore more about religion by this trip. The attraction of the picture that words cannot used to describe my truth feelings.
