From Old City to New City (1865-1900)

· Growth of the Mass Transit Systems

· Rise of industrialism

· Massive immigration-west-Chinese, Japanese

· Boston and New York City subways come at turn of century

Outcomes of Mass Transit

· Cities began to expand, 1850 Boston borders were only 2 miles from central business district. 1900 borders were 10 miles from central business district.

· Cities began to segregate by income levels

· Cities began to “ring”.

Central business District, slums, middles, wealthy rings


· Wealthy moved further away to buy land

· Poor didn’t have access to transit. Factories were built near poor and slums so they could go to work.

Industry Grows Rapidly

· Cities become gristmill for new industrialized economic system

· Railroads open new markets in South and West which connects North, East, South, and West

· The RR causes cities in the Midwest and West to grow rapidly (Chicago St. Louis)

Specialization in Industrial Cities

· Large unskilled forces led to mass production industries in Northeast: Philadelphia-Textiles, NYC-Clothing

· Smaller cities provided specially goods. Milwaukee-Beer, Mineapolis- Flour

· Other cities provide resource: Cleveland-coal and iron, Dallas-oil, Denver-minerals

The U.S. 1st Big Business: Railroads

· After Civil War RR mileage increased from 35,000 miles in 1865 to 193,000 miles in 1900.

· Railroads created a national economy of scale encouraging mass production, mass consumption, and economic specialization. 

· Creation of modern stockholder corporation

· By 1869, the Transcontinental Railroad is completed. By 1900, 4 other Railroads will span the nation.

Point Three: Massive Immigration

189: World’ Fair in Chicago. “The White City”

-More than ¾ of residents were foreign born or recently born children of foreign immigrants. This is symbolic of immigration to the U.S.

“Oil” Immigrants

· From 1830 to 1880s vast majority of immigrants came from Northern and West Europe. British Isles, Germany, and Scandinavia

· Most of these were Protestants, but there were a sizable minority of German and Irish Catholics.

· These immigrants easily assimilated into US society (spoke English, lighter skinned)

“New Immigrants

· Between 1890 and 1914 immigrants shifted to southern and Eastern Europe

· These immigrants came from Italy, Greece, Croatia, Slovakia, Poland, and Russia

· Most of these immigrants were either Catholic or Jewish

· These immigrants spoke different languages and had darker skin.

· Lived primarily in the slums and poorer areas of the largest cities( NYC, Boston, Philadelphia)

The Statue of Liberty

· French sculptor Frederic-Auguste Barthodi began work on statue in 1870s. Arrived in U.S. in 1886. 

· “Give me your tired, your poor, your huddle masses yearning to breath free, The wretched refuse of your teeming shore. Send those, the tempest- tossed to me; I lift my lamp besides the golden door. Emma Lazarus The New Colossus 1883

New Conflicts Over Immigration
· Labor Unions, Nativist Socities, and Social Darwanists banded together to oppose the rapid influx of the “New Immigrants”

· Beginning with the Chinese Exclusion Act of 1882 immigration restrictions began to increase. These measures did not stop the increases. By 1900, almost 15% of U.S. populations were immigrants

The Emerging Metropolis

Street Car Cities: Allowed longer commutes led to decaying city areas

Skyscraper: Rising land values in the business district led to building up into the sky. By 1910, skyscrapers replaced church spires as the dominant features of city skylines.

Ethnic Neighborhoods: As the affluent left the center city, poor residents moved in. Landlords seeking larger profits created slums. These different groups formed the backbone of city culture. They formed their businesses, churches, synagogues, school. Residential suburbs began to form. 4,000 people in a block

Effects of Prohibition

· The rise of organized crime

· Rise of speakeasies and ginjoints

· Disappearance of saloons

· Americans began to break the law

· Repealed in 1933, after just 14 years

The Rise of Organized Crime

· Huge profits from bootlegging whiskey offered, new hopes of prosperities

· Lack of enforcement agents

· The rise of mafia, Al Capone, lucky casino, all tied to Prohibition

· Spread to gambling, prostitution, narcotics

· By 1930, annual bootlegging valued at $12-18 billion

· Al Capone St. Valentine Days massacure

· Middle class Havens

· Women were allowed to drink

· Urban poor could not afford speakeasies

The New Cult of Domesticity
· The goal became to have a new suburban home, white picket fence, modern appliances, a yard, a new community, 2 kids, etc.

Gender roles: Mother-stay home and Men-go out to the business world

Children: Leisure time, teenagers, consumer goods, targerted to them

The Look of the Suburbs

· Levitown, NY One of the first planned suburban communities

· Dominance of mass-produced, cookie cutter style homes

· The suburbs sprawl as more and more housing is demanding due to the baby boom.

The Interstate Highway Act of 1956

· Act passed in 1956 added a federal tax on gasoline to create a national interstate highway system

· Borrowed from the German Autobahn system (Hitler)

· Developed for military and national defense purposes

· Causes suburbs to sprawl, cities to deteriorate

Interstates and Suburbanization

· People could move out further from the city and commute greater distance to work

· Suburbs formed around interstate exits

· Former underdeveloped areas develop “edge cities”

The “Malling” of America

· Taxes place when suburbanization starts to explode

· Tired of driving in city for things

· Build strip malls on edge of cities

The Shift of Jobs

· Over time, business and industry shift out of the city and into the suburbs

· Business and industry shift from the Rust Belt to the Sun Belt

· They shift economic incentives, chapter land, fewer regulations, lower taxes

· Devastates large industrial cities infrastructure 

The Edge City

· Edge cities develops as malls, restaurants, industry, and home congregate in suburban areas

· When an area is overdeveloped the process repeats itself again

· Areas deteriorate rapidly adding to the plight of the city

· This is called “urban sprawl”

The Problems of Sprawl

· Lack of mass transit/ Dependence on the car/Demand for oil, gas

· Lack of mixed use land

· Increases segregation

· Public funds spend on developing roads instead of other uses

· Consumers and abandons city areas

The Effects of the Suburb on the City

· Effects of Suburbanization on City

· Segregation of urban. Suburban areas

· Few long terms jobs, secure industries

· Declining, expensive infrastructure

· White flight followed by Black flight

· Crime and Poverty always go together

Causes of Watts Riots

· Poverty

· Few long term jobs

· High unemployment rates among young men

· Attempts to block Civil Rights Act

· Incident with police officer

· Poverty continues to increase

· Urban housing projects magnify problems

The Strange Case of Mr. Jim Crow

· Segregation and The Battle for equal rights 

Who is Jim Crow?

· A mistrial show, a group of white actor rub grease paint with rugged clothes and they would act like black people.

· Jim Crow was use to beliefs racial inequality of African Americans.

What were Jim Crow Laws?
· Jim Crow laws were laws that sought to segregate society into white and black sectors,’

· The goal was to keep African-Americans uneducated and landless, to serve on the farms and plantation of the American South.

· The laws banned everything from interracial marriages to business licenses.

2-3% wealthy, 57% poor black, 40% poor black

Key Issues for Reconstruction (1863-1877)

Slavery had determined the south’s social, economic and political structure for over two hundred years. The Civil War ended slavery but left South in ruin. Following two issues remained to be addressed:

(1) How will states be readmitted to the Union? 
(2) What status will African-Americans hold in these newly admitted states?
Strategies for Reconstruction

· Lincoln’s 10% plan

· Johnson’s Presidential Reconstruction

· Congress’s Radical Reconstruction

Lincoln’s 10% Plan

· 10% of 1860 eligible voters had to swear allegiance to the U.S.

· Excluded former Confederate civil and military officials 

· Excluded free slaves

· Opposed by Radical Republicans

· Lacked any forms of punishment for succession

Johnson’ Presidential Reconstruction (1865-1866)

· A majority had to take other of allegiance

· New constitution to be drafted

· Ratification of the 13th Amendment

· Banned former civil and military leaders as well as any Confederate who owned over $20,000 in property.

· No suffrage for freed slaves.

Radical Republicans

· The group rose to power during the Civil War 

· Favored abolition and sought to punish the south for Civil War

· Wanted to ensure political and economic freedom for slaves

· Sought to regain lost congressional power verses the president

· Offered the Wade-Davis Bill to counteract the 10% plan

Presidential Reconstruction
· Johnson put forward his plan with Congress was out of session

· Very quickly, Southern states reformed their governments. They responded arroganty.

· Many former confederates were elected to the House and Senate

· Several states refused to ratify the 13th Amendment 

· All began passing “Black Codes”

Radical Reconstruction (1867-1876)

· Began with opposition to Presidential Reconstruction 

· Sought to shift power for control of Reconstruction from the Executive to the legislative Branch

· Reconstruction Act of 1867 began Radical Reconstruction

Radical Reconstruction

· Invalidated state governments formed under Presidential Reconstruction

· Divided the Confederacy into 5 military districts controlled by the U.S. Army

Readmission 

· State constitutional Convention held to draft a new constitution

· Constitution must include black suffrage

· Ratify the 13th and 14th Amendments

· States could then reapply for statehood

· Did not redistribute confederate land

Apply to Bill of Rights

· Reconstruction fails no land to blacks

The Battle between President John and Congress

· The president continually vetoed radical bills which would then be overridden by Congress.

· Johnson controlled enforcement of laws 

· Congress sought to control Reconstruction completely. Sought to minimize Johnson’s power

Reconstruction in the South

· New governing order made up of scalawags, carpetbaggers, and free slaves.

· Freed slaves made up 80% of voters, but held less than 20% of government seats.

· Carpetbaggers held over 1/3 of government positions

Redeemers want to restore the old South

Part of white class: Southern whites, conservatives

2 Camps: white League and KKK

Scalawags

· White Southern Republicans

· Viewed as traitors to the South

· Most famous: Gen James Longstreet, John Mocby

· Some joined hoping to help the South recover(Longstreet). Others exploited Reconstruction for personal gain.

General James Longstreet

· General Lee’s “Old Warhorse”

· Criticized Lee

· Became a Republican

· Blamed for loss of Gettysburg

Carpetbaggers

· Northern whites who traveled to the South after the Civil War.

· Many sought to teach and assist the newly freed slaves

· Others sought to invest in a rebuilding and industrializing south

· Some came to exploit the south.

Freed Slaves

· Some Deep South states had large freed slaves’ populations

· Freed slave votes almost guaranteed Republican victory in Presidential elections

· First 2 African-American Senators: Blanche R. Bruce and Hiram Revels

Accomplishments of Radical Reconstruction

· Liberalized state Constitution

Male suffrage, property rights for women, debt relief, modernized penal codes.

· Building projects (Roads, RRs, bridges)

· State Institution and Public Education

Failures of Radical Reconstruction

· Graft and Westful spending

· Failed to protect African-American economic rights

· Failed to include poor freed slaves in economic system

African Americans Adjust to Freedom

· Hundreds of independent black churches were formed (Negro Baptist, African Methodist Episcopal)

· Establishing of black colleges (Howard, Fish, Morehouse)

· The problem of sharecropping

The North during Reconstruction

· Rise of spoils men (Roscoe Conklin and Jamas G. Blaine)

· Corruption in Business and Government Credit Mobliler Affair Boss Tweed and Tammany Hall.

· Waving the Bloody Shirt

· Panic of 1873-move troops out of South. Hit the North really hard

The End of Reconstruction

· White supremacy and the KKK

· The Amnesty Act of 1872

· The Election of 1876

· The Compromise of 1877

Ku Klux Klan

· Founded in 1867 by General Nathan Bedford Forrest in Pulaski, TN

· The terrorist wing of the Redeemers

· Use to terrorize African Americans to prevent them from voting or demanding equal rights

The Amnesty Act of 1872

· Removed last restrictions on most Confederates

· Allowed conservatives to retake southern state politics

· Democrats regained control and gradually ended Reconstruction

· Allowed passage of Jim Crow Laws after Construction ended

The Election of 1876

· GOP-Rutherford B. Hayes

· Democrat-Samuel Tilden-wins popular vote, 1 election vote short, but 3 southern states are contested

Florida-Key State

The Compromise of 1872

· Hayes the Republican gets to be President

· South gets- the Federal troops will leave, no more support for southern Republicans from North, Transcontinental RR

The Rise of Jim Crow

· Terror-KKK, over 100 lynching a year

· Jim Crow Laws created and maintained a segregated society

· Purpose: To separate landless, poor African-Americans and whites in order to control them and exploit their labor.

· Jim Crow Laws affected all faces of life.

Jim Crow in the Courts

· The Civil Rights Cases 1883 stripped the 14th Amendment of any real power, applied only to government power

Plessy Vs. Ferguson 1896

· Upheld Jim Crows laws as constitutional. The Supreme Court ruled that laws could provide “separate but equal” accommodations

· The decision would hold until Brown Vs. Board of Education in 1954

· Justice Harlan  strongly dissented; “Our Constitution is colorblind and neither knows nor tolerates classes among citizens. In terms of Civil Rights, all citizens are equal before the law.

Resisting Jim Crow, the Civil Rights Movement in 1877-1968

Early Resistance
· One of the earliest concerns was that of lynching

· Over 100 lynching per year in 1880s-1910s

· Ida B. Wells Barnett- led the fight against lynching

· Most common charge: raping white women

The Birth of NAACP

· In 1905, W.E.B. Dubois joined with Willaim Monroe Trotter to form the “Niagara Movement”

· Advocated vigilant protest in place of gradualism 

· Could not match the massive financial resources of the “Tuskegee Machine”

· NAACP was founded in 1908 by Dubois and number of like-minded blacks and whites

· Clarence Darrow (lawyer), Jane Addams, Ida Wells-Barnetts, etc.

· NAACP becomes primary vehical for legal resistance to Jim Crow

· President and forceful litigation and activism against segregation

Early NAACP (1909-1986)

· Heavily influenced by the leadership of W.E.B. Dubois

· Worked focused on protecting civil liberties, representing blacks accused of crimes, and challenging the exclusion of blacks from juries

· It also pushed for black teachers to receive high pay

Changes in NAACP Strategy

· Falling out with WEB Dubois over strategy

· Dubois resigned in 1936 because the opposed the strategy of attacking Jim Crow the federal courts

· Dubois favored defending civil liberties, and building an economic alliance with the working class of U.S.

With Dubois out of picture, the NAACP moved aggressively to attack the Constitutional basis of segregation

· President-Walter White

· Mr. Civil Rights: Charles Houston

· His associate: Thurgood Marshall

· Strategy: Took government entities to court to enforce separate but equal while challenging the constitutionality of Jim Crow.
Death of Jim Crow

· Setting the table for Civil Right

· 1935 Democratic Party Changes nomination process for the Presidency

· 1947 Jackie Robinson integrates MLB

· 1948 Truman integrates the military 

· African-Americans in the North become a part of the Democratic Party

· Cold War Competition: USSR uses segregation in its propaganda machine

Southern Society during Radical Reconstruction

· Freedmen (former slaves)-make up 80% of Republican votes in south during Reconstruction. They hold 20% of elected offices. 

Booker T. Washington and W.E.B. Dubois 

Booker T. Washington

· Born into slavery in the south

· Founded the Tuskegee Institute in 1881.

· Recognized as the top African American educator of his day

· Criticized often for his “accomodationist” responses

· First African American invited to the White House

W.E.B Dubois

· Born and raised in the North

· First African American to receive a PhD from Harvard University (1896)

· In 1905, he helped found the Niagara Movement

· In 1908, he helped found the NAACP

· Died in 1963 after becoming a citizen of Ghana

Booker T. Washington

· Pushes for education and economic progress

· 1848 California Gold Rush

The Cattle Frontier

· After Civil War, millions of cattle roaming plains of southwest

· Easy and cheap to get 

· Changed American tastes from pork to beef 

· Gave rise to the image of American cowboy

· Barked wire and ranches ended cattle drives

The Farming Frontier

· Homestead Act of 1862 (160 acres of land free to any settling family). 500,000 families took advantage

· Farmers called “sodbusters”

· Barbed wire invited in 1874

· Windmills helped to irrigate land

· Drought, crop disease, and debt all threatened to destroy farms

Plains Indians “Uncivilized Tribes”

· Apache, Comanche, Sioux, Crow, Nez, Perce

· Spanish give tribes horses and guns

· Horses and guns-nomadic, competitive, and become war-like 

· Plains Indians hunt buffalo

· Tribes are never able to unify because don’t speak same language and spread out over land, to far away.

Government Policy

· 1830s-Indian Removal Act-moved Indians to “Indian territory” (west)

· 1851-Concentration Policy-begin to push Indians on smaller land units away from settlers. In a form of Reservations

· Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA)-promises are made (food, clothes). They lied to Indians and cheated them

· BIA-treaty signed-settlers break treaty-BIA try to renegotiate

International Darwinism

-European powers and Japan were actively expanding already.

The New Imperialism 

Nation had to expand or grow weak vis-à-vis European nations

Insulted Americans-Yellow Journalism, Letter Dilome, Cuban Revolt= causes of
The Spanish-American War

-The major target of American imperialists was the nearby Caribbean area, particularly Cuba.

-This war was over quickly and Spain was easily defeated.

-The defeat of Spain opened the door for the U.S. to seize some of Spain’s colonial holdings.

-Declared that U.S. had no intention of taking political control of Cuba

-Once order was restored, Cuba would gain its independence

Fighting the War

-The Philippines-Theodore Roosevelt orders commodore Deweys’s fleet to the Philippines.

-U.S. navy won the Battle of Manila Bay

-U.S. will Filipino rebel defeated the Spanish very quickly

Invasion of Cuba

-Ill-prepared U.S. army suffered from diseases (500 died of disease, 500 form combat)

-Theodore Roosevelt led his Rough Riders up San Juan Hill to vitory

-The U.S. navy destroyed the Spanish fleet

-The Spanish sued for peace in August 1898.

-John Hay-Secretary of State under McKinley, was alarmed at the attempts of Russia, France, Germany, England, and Japan to gain control of China.

-European Imperialism caused xenophobia and nationalism to rise in China.

-1900, the Boxers formed seeking to drive out Western influence

American Isolationism
-Public opinion in U.S. was nationalistic but did not become fascist or militaristic. Instead American became more ISOLATIONIST, Tensions in Europe strengthened their determination to avoid war at all costs. ISOLATIONISM was strongest in the Midwest and among Republicans.
