THE INJUSTICE OF SLAVERY AND OUR RESOLVE

Every single human must face the eternal conflict between good and evil. Regardless of age or religion, there is always once in a lifetime when human begins having a question about the true nature of one's scruples and their beliefs. Those power nations needed cheap labors so they can put them into their plantation fields. The owners made tons of profit from their free labor because they were required to work on the plantation fields without salary.
