What is the ASource Syntax Check Program?


The ASource Syntax Check Program was written by IBM to assist


contract manufacturers when creating bill-of-materials for use by


ASource.  The ASource Syntax Check Program checks the syntax 


and correctness of bill-of-materials PRIOR to uploading to ASource.
2. 
How do I obtain the program?

The ASource Syntax Check Program is available from IBM by CD, the ASource 


website or direct ftp transfer.
3. 
How do I install the program?

Installation instructions are provided with the program.  

4. 
How do I use the program?

Once installed, simply double-click the program to begin execution.  The program 
will prompt you to select the input bill-of-material.

5. 
What type of file format should the bill-of-material file be? 

The ASource Syntax Check Program will only execute using Microsoft Excel 

spreadsheets as input.  That is, the input file must be a MS Excel file saved with 


a .xls file extension.  
6. 
Does the program correct errors found in the bill-of-material?

No.  The ASource Syntax Check Program scans the bill-of-material and reports 

all errors found; no changes are made to the bill-of-material.

7. 
I made the corrections recommended by the ASource Syntax Check Program. 

What should I do next?

Once you have made corrections to the bill-of-material, you should execute the 


ASource Syntax Check Program repeatedly until no errors are found.  Once no 


errors are found, the bill-of-material is ready for submission to the ASource 


program.

8. 
I do not know how to correct the sections reported in error; what do I do?

The ASource Syntax Check Program output report provides a detailed listing


of syntax requirements for each column in the bill-of-material.  Further, help 


may be obtained by visiting the ASource website.

9. 
The ASource Syntax Check Program didn’t find any errors; now what do I do?

Before you upload the bill-of-material to ASource, you MUST save the 


bill-of-material in .csv format.  This is achieved by using the “File, Save As, 


Save As Type” menu options while in Microsoft Excel.

Can I use the ASource Syntax Check Program to check RFQs and  production


bill-of-materials?
     

The ASource Syntax Check Program is for use ONLY with production 


bill-of-material files.
